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Benefits for scholarship holders

1. Relocation Grant ï(MRS & HRS)
Å $3,000  to students who are residing overseas at the time they apply for 

scholarships.  $2,000 to students who are residing interstate at the time they 

apply for scholarships.

Å Not available to students who are awarded a fee remission scholarship only 

or applicants who reside in Victoria at the time they apply for scholarships.

Å Automatically paid with first stipend payment.

2. Thesis allowance ï(MIRS & HRS)
ÅFor costs incurred producing or resubmitting a thesis -> binding, printing, 

printing cartridges, stationery and paper costs

Å$420 for a Masters, $840 for a PhD thesis
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Benefits for scholarship holders

Unpaid leave
Leave of absence (general)

Å results in suspension of scholarship payments for leave period

Å Allowance of 12 months Leave in total

Paid leave (MIRS & HRS holders)

Leave of absence (maternity)

Å12 weeks maximum paid maternity leave or 5 days paid 

parenting leave for (scholarship holding) partners    

Leave of absence (sick)

Å12 weeks maximum paid sick leave
